	Overview
	In this lesson the students will create a pamphlet for their parents or guardians to see at family garden night.

	Procedures/Steps:

(Emphasis on students making inquiry, e.g., posing questions/problems and working towards answers and solutions)    
	Begin the lesson by showing a You tube video about cucumber beetles.

Show the students several different pamphlets. Discuss the important information that can be found inside of the pamphlets.

Start brainstorming and charting some important information we now know about being cucumber gardeners. Use the following prompts if needed:

· What do plants need to live?

· What did we have to do to help them?

· What kind of things can hurt our cucumber plants?

After dialog and documentation of student ideas, pass out the pamphlet template. ( I used publisher to make it)

Remind students to use the correct colors when coloring.

Explain to students that these are going to be collected to give to the parents at Family Garden Night.



	Assessment (What will be the evidence of student learning?)
	Observation and participation of student’s work on their pamphlet.  Did they join in the conversation? Does their pamphlet talk about the plant needs? Did they include visuals and descriptions when appropriate? (I made a template for my students to use, however I listened to make sure the above questions were answered in the collaborative conversations they were having.)
