	In this lesson the students will create an invitation for their parents or guardians to a family garden night.

	Materials/Advance Preparation Needed
	Stationary, such as pretty paper, markers, stickers

	Procedures/Steps:

(Emphasis on students making inquiry, e.g., posing questions/problems and working towards answers and solutions)    
	Before the students get carried away with creating an invitation, go over the important information that needs to be included in their invitations. Such as: Time, date, place, etc.

You will want to show the students the examples of invitations you have collected to ensure they write the information in the correct place. This is also a good example of making colorful and eye catching cards.

After the information is brainstormed and decided upon, the hard part begins, which color paper to use. ( I gave my students plain white paper, that way it was up to them to make it pretty)

The students will write the garden night details on the inside of the invitation and decorate the inside and outside of the card.

Students will send home the invitations to their parents.



	Assessment (What will be the evidence of student learning?)
	Observation of group work and participation of student’s work on their invitation. Did they use the basic features of print? Have proper ending marks and capitalization? Does their invitation include visuals and descriptions?
