	What should we plant in the school garden?

	Overview
	Based on the graph from Lesson 1 and teacher guidance, the garden plan is mapped out for the year for indoor planting, outdoor winter gardening, and spring planting.

	Procedures/Steps
	1. As students return family responses, allow students to add cards to graph each day, continuing discussion started in Lesson 1, and continuing to build interest and excitement about the garden.

2. In a timely manner, once family responses have been returned, resume discussion about what to plant in the garden.  Print and online resources will be necessary here to aid in making decisions about what to plant.  Some teacher discretion and guidance may be necessary to help students make decisions that are attainable within school resources.  Allow students to discuss and make decisions as much as possible, utilizing small groups if students have enough experience with small group discussion/decision making to be successful.  Students can draw maps to show their predictions of their garden plan. These can be recorded in science journals (composition notebooks can be used for this purpose, or a teacher made booklet)

3. Next steps:  this will depend on the decisions the students make and the resources available at the school.  Allowing students as much ownership in this part of the process is vital in making the project a success.  See teacher background section in the Module 1 Overview for ideas of what to plant and tips for success.  Kindergarten students will naturally begin to ask questions and make observations and connections about weather (K-ESS3-2) as they work in the garden.  There are also natural observations about the plants and their survival needs (K-LS1-1) and the relationship to where they live (K-ESS3-1).

	Assessment (What will be the evidence of student learning?)
	Teacher will assess science journals for evidence of students using vocabulary and data from graph and class discussions. Teacher will monitor students’ cooperative learning skills for ability to work in groups and manage group projects.
